The Central Tablelands, which indudes the corarnunities of Cowra, Orange and
Parkes, hias been identified a5 an area eligible o receive a NewsRadio vweension as
part of this initietve, Hewever, preliminary advice from ACMA sirggasts that it
may prove difficult, if not bmpassible, to identiy a high-powered FM beguoency 1o
erxtend NewsRadio to the Central Tahlelands fransmission area becenae of heavy
TM spectruin congestion in the reglon,

Spectrum congesiion censas Aifticuiizes in the planning of new services, and exists
heszuge there are a large suraber of services utilising FM spectrum in the area.
ACMA haz advised that there are three existing high powered ABC FM services
broadeasting from Moot Canobolas in the Centyal Tablelands (ABC Classic FM,
JIJ and ABC Radio Naiional), as well as three community and thres commersial
radio services in Orange, and two cammercial and ohe comnunity radic sarviee in
Parkes/Forbes. In addidon, high powered servivces operate in adjacent areas such
as the South West Slopes.

ACMA has also advised that there ate a mumber of AM radio services operatng in
the Central Tablelands and susraunding arcas. There are currently four AM
services leensed tn aperate in the Central Tablelands area, es well as two
cominercial AM services MHeensed for Orange and Farkes/Forbes and two national
AM serviee for Cowra and Comnock. ACMA has advised that the number of
serviecs means that it may also be diffionlt to find availalye AM fregusncies for
NewsRadio, however, furiher investigatinn wanld b necessary to confizin the
viability of this eption,

I have asked the Deparimept to keep me appiised of ACMA’s progress of planniag,
for the provision of NewsRadio ta the Central Tabletands wnd comaewinities in the
cenirel and western areas of NEW,

I expact o male an apneancementt about the transmission aveas ineluded in
snbsequent stapes of the NewsRadio po]]l-out program onee I have received more
detinitive advice from the ARC and ACMA on this matler. It is expected that this
large soale excrension program may take ihe ABC up to {ive years to complele.

I tmst this
informs Uon will be of assistance.
