In accordance with Clause 17(4) of Council's Code of Meeting Practice the following business
was allowed by the Chairperson.

15.1 (Q&M) The McGrath Foundation - Breast Care Nurses

Councillor B Newton has advised that the McGrath Foundation has carried on with its wonderful
work in funding Breast Care Nurses in Health Services across Australia. In partnership with the
Federal Government, The McGrath Foundation announced in June that it was able to instigate a
program for an additional 44 Breast Care Nurses.

In accordance with the Foundation's objectives, 80% of the new places are to be in rural and
regional areas. Negotiations have taken place with State Government and Health Services to
determine where the new nurses are to be located.

Councillor Newton advises that the Central West missed out in the allocation and is currently
without access to Breast Care Nurses. Councillor Newton would like the Foundation to consider
a placement in this area, given the available statistics on the incidence of breast cancer across
the region. Each Breast Care Nurse position requires $100,000.00 per year to meet employment
costs. The Federal Government is providing assistance for four years.
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Recommendation

That Council write to congratulate The McGrath Foundation on its vision and commitment to the
Breast Care Nurse Program and suggest that this region be placed on the list for consideration
when next allocating Breast Care Nurses.

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16.2 (DI) Tullamore Sewerage Scheme

Prepared By: Director of Infrastructure

Executive Summary

As Council is aware the Tullamore Sewerage Scheme is currently being constructed by Council
staff.

There has been some construction difficulties encountered as a consequence of non-uniform
property drainage, making the connection of the new low pressure pumping pods to the house
drainage systems much more difficult than expected, particularly in relation to "grey water".

There is also a need to clarify capital cost issues of sewering community based facilities (such as
churches, showground, halls), the connection of Council facilities (public toilets, pool, etc), State
facilities, and several residential properties.

Recommendation

1. That Council connect the "black water" at each property as a part of the scheme costs and
the "grey water" where practicable at the cost of the owner.

2. That the capital contributions of private properties that have not paid the full accumulated
prepayment of $2800 be charged this amount.

3. That State Government facilities be charged the full accumulated prepayment amount in
the 2009/10 financial year together with the annual charge.

4, That Council facilities be charged the full accumulated prepayment amount in the 2009/10
financial year together with the annual charge.

5. That Community related facilities as defined in this report not be charged the prepayment
amount, but that amount be met by the sewer fund.

6. That a notice be placed in the NSW Government Gazette indicating the commencement of
the Tullamore Sewerage Scheme.
